	Triangle: It has three edges or sides. It has three vertices.

	Hexagon: It has six vertices. It has six straight sides or edges

	
Sphere: A round solid shape like a ball.


	Cuboid: it’s a 3d shape - 6 faces, 12 edges and 8 vertices
are square and 4 of them are rectangles.
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
