Current Curriculum

· Our provision maps to the Model Music Curriculum and the Government’s National Plan for Music
· 45 minutes curriculum music time week, taught by Mrs E Hunter
· Assessed continually and targets monitored termly

Development possibilities
· Sing Up! Subscription

Whole Class Ensemble Tuition
· Violin tuition in Year 3 with a view to continuation in smaller groups in Year 4

Singing
· Children sing in all music lessons, with a view to performing as often as possible
· EYFS teachers use singing throughout their learning time.
· Year 1 often use singing as a driver for other non-music learning

Development possibilities:
· Regular singing assemblies
· More staff singing with and for children
· Upgrade vocal tuition through CPD
· Performing in wider community, e.g. local care home/church


Instrumental Music
· Currently, children regularly use glockenspiels, recorders or percussion 
· Also available for use are ukuleles
· We have a limited number of guitars and tuned percussion available
· Instrument are used to accompany singing, and to compose music

Areas for Development
· Stringed instruments used more regularly
· Recorders introduced earlier to ensure maximum progress
· More emphasis on composition

Technology

· In Spring term of Year 6, we teach a music technology unit
· Software used is Yustudio, provided by Charanga!
· Children are able to be highly creative in their composition

Areas for Development

· Share children’s work on School website/Facebook
· More consistent access to computer suite
· Visits from music creators

Opportunities to experience live music

· Children not regularly exposed to live music
· Mrs Hunter will play and sing to the children
· Mr Dean often plays guitar to the children in Year 4

Areas for Development
· Children to attend music events
· Musicians invited to visit school and play to the children
