Curriculum
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Over the Summer Term, Year 5 will be busy engaging in lots of exciting activities and learning. In our literacy lessons, our class books include: The Wolves of Currumpaw, How the Whale Became, The Ice Bear and Haikus.
Maths will see us develop our knowledge of factors, multiples and primes, fractions, angles and converting units. In our Geography lessons, we will be revisiting South America, Biomes and The Water Cycle with different learning foci as well as conducting fieldwork, recording local rainfall and comparing it to national and regional averages! History will see us continuing to learn about The Tudors and The Mayans (as well as a study of our locality- Old Clee School, Medieval Grimsby and Cleethorpes, and Weelsby Woods), whilst in our DT time we will be investigating and working with cams. Art will see us studying and replicating the style of British surrealist painter and war artist Paul Nash and during Science we shall be learning all about life cycles and life processes, solids, liquids and gases, aspects of our solar system and the effects of friction.
Homework, Spelling, Times tables and KIRFS
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Your child will continue to be given a spelling list to learn each week. Please support your child and help them to learn these words, so that they can use them in their writing (putting them into sentences is a great way). Every two weeks, your child will also be given- and expected to learn- a set of Maths KIRFs (Key Instant Recall Facts) which they will be tested on fortnightly. 

We will also continue to develop children’s times tables knowledge through Rockstars. Times tables knowledge and recall is vital as it assists practically all areas of maths. Each week the children will have a specific times table area to learn which we will also work on in class, so please encourage them to practise these at home for a minimum of fifteen minutes per week. New spellings and times tables will be given out each week on a Friday and tested the following Friday

Thank you for your continued support with this - we know how busy home life can be!

P.E.
P.E. for Year 5 will take place every Monday and Thursday for 5CB and 5RT and every Wednesday and Thursday for 5CW. Children will be required to come dressed for PE (plain navy or black). Jewellery will also need to be removed prior to the P.E. session. We would also suggest kit suitable to accommodate the changeable British weather.

Water bottles

We recommend that all children bring a clearly labelled water bottle in to school daily. This must contain fresh water only. For hygiene reasons, they must be taken home, washed and refilled daily. They can be refilled during the school day but anything other than water will not be allowed to be consumed unless you can provide written medical evidence from your GP. On receiving this, you will then need to fill in a Medical Health Care plan. If your child has a packed lunch, a second drink should be included. However, no fizzy drinks are allowed to be brought into school. Children having school lunches will be provided with water.
Habits of Mind and Thinking Frames
The children have really been enjoying learning about cognition (how they learn) through our work on Habits of Mind by Arthur L. Costa. We have looked at: Striving for Accuracy, Questions and Problem Posing and Thinking and Communicating with Clarity and Precision. In the Summer term, we will continue to work on all of these habits of mind along with Thinking Interdependently and Thinking Flexibly.
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Through the use of Thinking Frames your children are able to record their thoughts, improve their knowledge recall and develop their own thinking processes. A separate frame exists for eight key thinking processes that are the fundamental scaffolds behind a pupil’s ability to engage with tasks, answer exam questions, solve problems and develop ‘higher order’ thinking.
