Communication and Language
This half term in nursery we will be focusing on the theme ‘What is Changing?’, through our two
main focus stories which are, ‘Oliver’s vegetables’ and ‘Handa’s Surprise’. We will be using these
stories to talk about food, and where does our food come from, especially fruit and vegetables. We
will explore the role of a farmer and work they do on a farm, as well as looking how to help things
grow. We will be tasting differing fruits, that are grown in our country and also exotic fruits grown in
hotter climates. We will also be having a visit from a dentist to talk to us about how to look after our
teeth.

We will also be talking about and taking part in the experiences below:

Week 1- Exploring all things vegetable!

Week 2- Painting with Vegetables

Week 3- Home project- Plant a sunflower
Week 4- Fruit Tasting

Week 5- Dentist Visit

We will also be practising lots of songs and nursery rhymes, as well as continuing the Nursery ‘Read,
Write, Inc’ programme.

We have some new children starting with us this half term and although they will be involved in all
of the above learning opportunities, their main focus will be settling in, showing their interests and
dislikes, as well as understanding routines and nursery rules.

Maths

Our focuses this half term for maths are: 1 2 % ﬂ 5
e Sequencing

e Positional language
e More than/fewer
e 2D shapes

We will also continue to practice skills we have previously learnt, such as capacity and mass.
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Physical
During this half term, we will continue to provide lots of learning opportunities which encourage

both gross motor and fine motor movements. This will include making large shapes in the air with
ribbons, painting with water in the outdoor area and using children’s tweezers to pick up and post
objects. All of these movements help children to develop the muscles required in order to hold a
pencil and eventually put marks to paper.

We will also begin to look at letter formation through beginning our Read, Write, Inc programme.
